The Leamington Arts Centre (LAC) is a public, not  -for-profit arts centre with a focus on
exhibiting visual arts and developing arts and culture programming.

The LAC was established as the South Essex Arts Association in 1971 with the mandate to
create, sustain and celebrate the arts. Over the years, the LAC has developed into a

cultural pillar for uptown Leamington and a regional arts and culture destination.

Supported by the Municipality of Leamington, donors and its members, LAC is a 10,000
square foot facility comprised of ~ four exhibition spaces , bar, an art supply store, framing
shop, an outdoor patio, an education studio and meeting spaces.

The LAC is an award -winning organization known for its wide range of activities and
emphasis on community and local programming alongside ancillary events. The LAC
presents a changing calendar of up to 25 diverse exhibitions each year and is home to
the notable Henry Collection and the LAC permanent collection, collectively comprised

of over 600 Canadian, international, historical, and contemporary works of art.

Distinguished for offering a wide range of local programming, the LAC is committed to
facilitating access and stimulating the appreciation and understanding for visual arts
and relevant cultural topics.

This commitment is also reflected
in our financial statements, where public support once again stands out as a defining
strength. During the year, the LAC received an exceptional number of artwork

donations i many of which were accessioned into the permanent collection, while
others were auctioned to support operating needs.

Equally significant is the tremendous community support that stands behind the LAC. As
highlighted throughout this report, from programming activity to financial performance,

public support remains our most vital asset. | would like to extend my sincere

appreciation to our dedicated volunteer Board of Directors, who not only provide

strategic guidance but also contribute countless hours to major fundraising initiatives

such as Arts @ the Marina and the Mill St. Markets and the fundraising assignments at
Chances Gaming Lounge .

Our staff played a vital role in the success of 2025. Mia Corlett, Program & Development
Coordinator, continues to be a welcoming and knowledgeable presence for visitors

while providing invaluable support to our programming and operations. Colleen
Campsall, who also joined the organization this year, brings a passion for astronomy and
a distinctive artistic perspective. As Visitor Services & Gallery Attendant, she has
become a welcome and versatile addition to the team.

| would also like to recognize our longtime volunteer, administrative assistant, and
docent, Sally LaPla, who has generously shared her time, energy, and enthusiasm with
the LAC for over six years. | would be remiss if | did not also acknowledge our members,
donors, sponsors, visitors, and the many volunteers who collectively support everything
we do. And, of course, our artists i who bring colour, creativity, and life to the physical
space of the LAC and to our broader community.

It is because of all these individuals that the LAC continues to thrive, and it is my honour
to share this annual report of accomplishments.



Exhibitions, Displays & Events

The 2025 season featured a total of 27 exhibitions and displays, marking a pivotal year in

the organizationds continued growth and professi
Ontario Arts Council public gallery standards, the LAC provided $13,625 in direct

support to artists through exhibition fees, artist talks, guest curators, jurors, and other

professional services. This was made possible through proceeds from Chances Gaming

Lounge, and funds from the $100,000  Paginton donation in 2024. An

additional $6,710.14 was paid in educator fees,  $3,750 in awards through sponsor

support, and over  $3,000 in performance fees for musicians at exhibition openings and

on the En Plein Air Patio throughout the summer months. Supporting artists through

professional compensation remains central to sustaining a vibrant arts community.

Notable exhibitions supported during the year included Breathing Space : Graham

Lynch & Colleen Schindler, Eyeing Medusa : Amanta Scott, Where Do We Go From Here
Julie Luth & Garvin Chinnia , (University of Windsor SoCA MFA Graduates), and Internal
Environments : Scott Livingstone. Professional fees were also provided for juried and

curated exhibitions including ~ Stomping Grounds: LAC Annual Regional Juried Exhibition ,
the Juried Student Art Show , and the WFCU Credit Union Leamington En Plein Air

Painting Competition

The 27th Annual Juried Student Art Show was once again the largest exhibition of the
year, featuring 195 works by 127 students from 13 secondary schools across Essex
County. Its continued success is made possible through strong participation from
students and educators, with generous sponsorship from the Rotary Club of Leamington
and the Kiwanis Club of Leamington, who provided $2,400 in cash prizes and free
participation for all students.

The 8th Annual WFCU Credit Union Leamington En Plein Air Painting Competition &
Exhibition received submissions of 41 works by 22 artists, representing nine communities
across the region. Local artists were supported with $1,000 in prize money, generously
sponsored by WFCU Credit Union. The exhibition celebrated the beauty of the

Leamington and Point Pelee region and the expressive nature of plein air painting.

Another major highlightwas  Arts @ the Marina , which celebrated its  31st year. Following
the 2023 revitalization of the event, vendor participation increased by 40%, a growth
that was sustained through both the 2024 and 2025 events. Unfortunately, inclement

weather in 2025 fi including rain on both days and a two -hour early closure on Sunday i
resulted in reduced attendance, exhibitor sales, and overall revenue.

With the support of the Municipality of Leamington, the Uptown Leamington BIA, and in
partnership with The Bank Theatre, the LAC once again hosted the popular Mill St.
Markets . In 2025, four highly successful markets attracted more than 8,000 visitors, with
approximately 150 vendors in total. New themes fi including 1960s Hippy Vibes, Jingle in
July, Country & Western , and 1980s Glow Party fi enhanced the visitor experience while
supporting local economic development and fundraising efforts.



Grants, Fundraising & Public Support

In 2025, the LAC mourned the loss of longtime friend and supporter Patricia Haynes. Pat
and her late husband John were deeply involved as members and volunteers, and

John also served as a past board member and participating artist. Through the Haynes

family estate, the LAC received a final significant gift of artwork, including notable works

by David Lloyd Blackwood, Harold Barling Towne, lan Baxter& and others. These
contributions add lasting cultural, public, and investment value to the permanent

collection.

The Municipality of Leamington  continued its support through a Community Partner

Grant, representing 15% of LAC revenue in 2025, in addition to the use of the facility

itselffi ensuring a dedicated home for arts and culture in the community.

A new revenue stream was established following t|
the Chances Gaming Lounge  program. With the dedication of committed volunteers,

bingo operations generated $32,366 for the organization.

Additional funding included approximately $10,600 from Canada Summer Jobs,

contributing to a total of ~ $71,000 in grants and fundraising revenue. Membership

revenue exceeded  $5,000, while visitor admissions generated an additional $2,500.

In total, private sector support was just over $110,000, earned revenue $206,000, public

sector $71,000; rounding out the -adeceeaséfeomthevenue |
previous year due to the Federal Development grant received. Expenses were

approximately $20,000 greater than revenue, however investments in exhibitions,

programing, the facility were all made to set the stage for a more successful 2026 year.

Education & Learning

Education remains centr al to the LACOG6s mission.
adult programs were delivered from the second -floor education studio, including
painting classes, Sip NOd Paint evenings, summer

and lead instructor  Andrea Niven returned to the University of Windsor to pursue a

Bachelor of Fine Arts, complementing her extensive teaching experience. Educational

programming also generated more than $15,000 in revenue, doubling the previous year

and further supporting the organizationds sustai

Facility & Rentals

The En Plein Air Patio was a vibrant feature of the summer season, offering live local
music, artisan cocktails, and weekend programming throughout July. The outdoor
space supported events including the Mexican Village celebration, four Mill St. Markets,
and a Patio Paint Night in partnership with the Consulate of Mexico.

In January 2025, the LAC unveiled a renovated bar, transforming the former kitchenette
into a more functional space that enhances both operations and visitor experience.

Facility rentals continued to play an important role, with community groups regularly
using meeting spaces after hours and office space on the second floor leased to
Caldwell First Nation. Private bookings and special events contributed approximately
$40,000, accounting for 11% of total revenue.



Anticipated changes to municipal leasing agreements in 2026 may reduce this income
stream, requiring the development of new funding strategies.

In Summary

In 2025, the LAC engaged more than 27,000 individuals, including 15,434 gallery
visitors, 8,000 Mill St. Market attendees, and 4,000 Arts @ the Marina visitors.

Thanks to overwhelming public support, the LAC was once again nominated i for the
ninth consecutive year fi as afinalist for Best Art Gallery in Tourism WindsordEssex Pelee
| s | aBedtofsVindsor-Essex Awards.

I am grateful for the opportunity to continue serving as Director and Curator of the

Leamington Arts Centre, and | am proud to present this 2025 Annual Report, made

possible through the dedication of our staff, board, volunteers, artists, and community.

Each year for the past several years the LAC has been successful in obtaining funding
through the Canada Summer Jobs Program for employees under the age of 30. Job
placements typically range 6  -12 weeks.
